Home sampling with or 
without fasting: when will the 
phlebotomist visit?
If you need to fast for blood sampling, 
this means that you may not eat or 
drink anything after midnight. You 
may nevertheless drink water and/
or tea without sugar. In the case 
of tests that require fasting, the 
phlebotomist will visit you between 
07:30 and 10:00 hours. In the case of 
tests that do not require fasting, the 
phlebotomist will visit between  
07:30 and 12:00 hours.
